Weekly Homework
All children should come to school with a suitable book bag or backpack. Every week, children should be given the homework outlined below. 
Nursery 
· A book for pleasure chosen by the child with a zippy bag/story bag to go with them (from Monday to Friday)
· A Rainbow Reading Booklet to share views on the book

· A library book to read for enjoyment
· A Little Wandle phonics reading book or access to an eBook online to support their journey in learning to read. Children will receive their first reading book when they can confidently blend the sounds to read the words and recognise all the graphemes in that book. 
· A Reading Diary to record when a child reads
· A communication wallet with any key information in

KS1
· A Reading Diary to record when a child reads
· A reading book that matches your child’s phonic knowledge or access to an eBook online to support their journey in learning to read
